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Thanksgiving Point Announces Optional Mask Policy for Guests and Employees
-Updated mask policy goes into effect May 21 across Thanksgiving Point-

) – Following the guidance of the U.S. Centers for Disease Control (CDC), effective Friday, May 21, Thanksgiving Point(www.thanksgivingpoint.org) announced that individuals who are fully vaccinated against COVID-19, masks will be optional—indoors or outdoors at Thanksgiving Point events and venues. The CDC guidance states, “Fully vaccinated people can resume activities without wearing a mask or physically distancing, except where required by federal, state, local, laws…including local business and workplace guidance.”
In addition, effective Friday and in advance of the school mask requirement changes that are soon to be effective by the State of Utah, we will also make masks optional for children 12 years of age and younger when visiting Thanksgiving Point.

“Thanksgiving Point is a place where families can truly gather again,” stated McKay Christensen, President and CEO at Thanksgiving Point. “We’ve been extremely cautious during the past year and a half and want everyone to feel welcome here. This updated policy is another step in that direction.”
Thanksgiving Point will not ask or require proof of vaccination, we ask all Thanksgiving Point guests to be responsible and respectful of this revised policy.  We recognize that many people within our community may continue to feel more comfortable wearing a mask—we welcome this decision and ask for kindness toward others with differing viewpoints. Thanksgiving Point will continue to recommend masks especially for those who are unvaccinated or high risk. We remind all visitors to Thanksgiving Point to please stay home if not feeling well.  

Thanksgiving Point continues to monitor and consider guidance from public health authorities, government agencies, and our own team of health and safety personnel in making decisions regarding the health and safety of our guests and team members.
